TOWN BOARD MEETING
JULY 22, 2014
6:40 PM

Supervisor Jamieson opened the meeting at 6:40 PM.  Members present: Supervisor Jamieson, Councilman Murray, Councilwoman Ranni, Councilman Valentine, *Councilwoman Smith arrived at 7 pm.

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN

Supervisor Jamieson announced that the next Comprehensive Plan meeting would be on August 5th and 6:30 p.m. and include the attendance of Town Planner Alan Sorenson and Town Engineer Al Fusco.

Supervisor Jamieson also mentioned that budget meetings would be set at the next regular Town Board meeting.

Supervisor Jamieson stated the goal of the Town Board with regard to the Comprehensive Plan is to clarify, add, delete, and specify items that need changing.  The plan does not go back to the committee afterwards. There will be a public hearing following and them the plan will be finalized.

The Board began their discussion of the Comprehensive Plan document.

Chapter 7 – Transportation

7.1.1 – The plan re-iterates the 2003 Plan so this section may be removed.  The alignment improvements of County Routes 82, 13 and 13A may not be able to be completed. Al Fusco may be asked to weigh in.

7.1.2 – The consensus is there are no flood issues at exit 126 and this section may be stricken.

*Councilwoman Smith arrived.

7.1.13 – Access from Surrey may offer ease to school buses.

7.1.4 – Extra turning lane was added at Kings Highway and Laroe Road.

7.1.5 - Route 94 work was completed.

7.1.6 – Laroe Road has been lowered at Bull Mill.  

7.1.7 – Hills have been cut back at Trout Brook and Laroe Roads.

7.1.8 - Secondary access to high school is not a Town issue.

7.1.9 - Overall improvements to Laroe was done. May be sticken.

7.1.10 – The Town will lose exits when 86 comes in and the Town has no control.

7.1.11- Kings Hwy and 17M are State and County Roads and are part of the Village of Chester.

7.1.12 – Route 94 and Conklingtown Road.  Strike “which is quite hazardous”.

7.1.13-Dug Road and Bull Mill. Strike “Hill”. Culverts were installed.  May be stricken.

7.1.14-This may be needed at the time of development through SEQRA process.  May be stricken. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]7.1.15 The Heritage Trail  underpass is situated in the Town of Blooming Grove.

7.1.16- Triangle at Kings Hwy and Pine Hill needs a calming study.  May leave in, “to improve.”

7.3 – Road Capacity – A discussion ensued as to the pertinence of the individual items.  It was the consensus to strike all bullets.

7.4-Design Criteria is part of planning process.

7.5 Pedestrian and Bicycle Safety – incorporate in new roads if possible.

7.6- Public Transportation

7.6.1 –Dial a Bus hours need to be changed to reflect current service times.

7.7- Rail Service – A discussion was had concerning the possibility of additional bus connections to the rail service at Harriman.  

General comments and concerns:

Implementation Plan – Consensus is that plan is a good guideline but “priority column “should be stricken.

Supervisor Jamieson stated that Bonus Density and Floating Zone issues need further evaluation for inclusion.

Also discussed was access of property through other Towns where it would otherwise be landlocked and bonus densities are given.  The Plan may need to add guidelines for requirements of legitimate build outs.  Consideration should be for cluster within the Town of Chester.
